It's easy to dismiss the three Back to the Future films these days. This sort of time travel theme, first developed by Heinlein in the short story, "By his boot straps" has become almost common. I well remember the first time I saw Back to the Future on the big screen. Wow! I went back three times. For the first time a movie seemed to bring to life, in a believable and yet funny way, some of the great themes that were explored in science fiction literature. 
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For those of you that haven't seen all of them, (you are living in Mongolia I assume), here is a short synopsis. Keep in mind that the three films can be seen back to back almost seamlessly. 
The central hero in the films is Marty McFly, a teenager with an eccentric friend, Doc Brown, and a beautiful girlfriend, Jennifer Parker. His parents are boring and lower middle class, (at least until a small change in the past), and Marty is desperate for a little adventure. Along comes Doc with a time travelling DeLorean. Whilst escaping the terrorists, that provided the car's plutonium fuel, Marty accidentally travels back to 1955, (before he was born). 
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Once there he locates the only person who might be able to help, the young Doc Brown. Doc quickly points out how dangerous time travel is, given that Marty could inadvertently change the future. He strongly urges Marty to go back to the future immediately. Unfortunately the car is out of nuclear fuel. Marty has to blend into this fifties little town until an alternate power source can be found. Meanwhile he discovers that he has already changed the future, his own. The rest of the film concerns his attempts to reconcile his parents so that they will get together and still conceive Marty in the future. 
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In Back to the future II we join Marty after his return to the present, only to see him dragged to the future by Doc in order to stop his kids from some disaster. As usual Marty manages to screw things up, in this case by allowing Biff, the default bad guy, to change the past. And so we are off again trying to correct these mistakes. 
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Biff has spiked his own past with enough knowledge of the future to make him rich and in the process kill Marty's Father and marry Marty's Mother. To correct this Marty and Doc go back to the fifties again to stop both versions of Biff from succeeding. This leads to double trouble as Marty has to accomplish his goals whilst avoiding his earlier time travelling self. 
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Just as all looks well, the DeLorean is struck be lightening with Doc still in it and they are both shot back to the old west. So starts the third film. Marty discovers that Doc will die shortly after arriving in the past and so immediately goes back to save him, with the 50's version of Doc helping, of course. 
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This film turned out to be great fun as we follow Marty's interactions with his ancestors and his clashes with the original gun fighting Buford Tannan. One of the great parts of this movie is that Doc finally gets his reward, in the form of a wild western wife. Needless to say, it all works out in the end and Marty goes back to live in the present, having worked out some of his psychological problems and ensured himself a bright but unknown future.
